Bylaws
Article 1.  Name

The name of this organization is The Green Party at UC Davis.

Article 2.  Purpose

The Green Party at UC Davis will work to promote the values and ideas of Greens throughout the world, National Campus Greens and its members.

Article 3.  Structure

3.1
There are no organizations below or within The Green Party at UC Davis.

3.2 The Green Party at UC Davis shall be a member of National Campus Greens.

3.3 The Green Party at UC Davis shall be a recognized student organization of UC Davis.

Article 4.  Membership

4.1
Anyone interested in supporting The Greens at UC Davis will be considered a member.

Article 5.  Meetings

5.1 Meetings should be held at a regular time and place and significantly publicized.

5.2 Meeting Structure.

a) Meetings should be run through a Facilitated Consensus Process with a Facilitator, Note Taker, Time Keeper, and Vibe Watcher.

The Facilitator is responsible for calling on agenda items, recognizing speakers and calling for proposals and consensus.

2
The Note Taker is responsible for taking minutes including proposals, decisions, and the formation of new groups and reporting them via e-mail. 

3
The Time Keeper is responsible for keeping the meeting on schedule in order to maintain efficiency and interest.

4
The Vibe Watcher is responsible for promoting a positive atmosphere for the meeting.

b) An agenda should be established prior to all meetings and expanded at the beginning of meetings.  Time limits for each item should be given in the agenda.  An agenda outline is given in appendix A.

c) Decisions will be made through a consensus process.

1 Only members who are or were affiliated with UC Davis as a student, staff, or faculty and are registered as a Green can block a consensus agreement.  The consensus process is designed to promote a democratic process and a real effort should be made to overcome its difficulties and preserve its integrity. 

Article 6.  Committees and Working Groups

6.1
Committees and Working Groups should be formed by volunteers during meetings and approved through consensus.

Article 7.  Amendments to Bylaws

7.1 Bylaws can be amended through the consensus process.

7.2
A quorum of at least five members eligible to block a consensus agreement must be present to amend the bylaws.

· Introductions 
· Announcements (Quick notices that don't require discussion) 
· Review of last meeting and unfinished business 
· Quick and easy discussion items, or subcommittee reports 
· Time critical discussion/action item needing immediate attention 
· Discussion/action item that may take a lot of time, be complex, or controversial 
· New issue for discussion and planning 
· Evaluation of meeting (optional) 
· Announcements 
· Closing - set time for next meeting, make a proposed agenda
